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LEVELLING

To optimise stability, it is essential that the 
trailer is loaded so that it remains parallel to the 
ground, and with the towing hitch and trailer 
drawbar set at the same height.  See TOWING 
A TRAILER (page 190). This is particularly 
important when towing twin axle trailers. Set 
the height of the drawbar hitch point so that the 
trailer is level when connected to the loaded 
vehicle.
