polarity is maintained, insert a replacement 3.3
volt, CR1/3N battery. Replace the cover and
rotate it to lock closed.

e llluminates orange for 2 seconds before
showing green or red, to indicate that the
remote battery is low.

e Flashes orange for 5 seconds to indicate
that the signal was not received and the
remote battery should be replaced.
