ATTACHING THE FRONT TOWING 
EYE

The front towing point is located behind a 
removable cover in the lower front bumper.

1. Rotate each of the fasteners 90 degrees 
counter-clockwise with a coin (or similar).

2. To remove the cover, lower the top edge 
and then pull the cover forward.

3. To refit, offer up the cover and ensure the 
two lugs at the bottom edge engage with 
the holes in the body panel.

4. Secure the cover in position by rotating 
each of the fasteners 90 degrees 
clockwise.
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
