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Third row seats, curtain air bag.
Main curtain air bag.

Side air bags.

Driver’s front air bag.
Passenger front air bag.

Note: The general location of air bags fitted to
the vehicle are marked by the word AIR BAG.

A DANGER

High speed impacts may cause serious injury
or death irrespective of safety features fitted
to the vehicle. Always drive with caution and
consideration for the vehicle’s

characteristics, road and weather conditions,
and do not exceed any speed limits in force.

A DANGER

Seat belts should be worn at all times, by the
driver and passengers in all seating
positions. The air bag supplementary
restraint system (SRS) cannot provide
protection in some types of impact. Under
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these circumstances, the only protection will
be provided by a correctly worn seat belt.

AIR BAG OPERATION

AWARNING

National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration (NHTSA) recommends a
minimum distance of 10 in (25 cm) between
an occupant’s chest and the driver's air bag
module.

AWARNING

Air bags provide additional protection in
certain types of collision only - they do not
replace the need to wear a seat belt. All
occupants, in all seating positions, should
always wear their seat belt, whether or not an
air bag is present in that seating position.
