REAR FOG LAMP (AMBER)
llluminates when the rear fog lamps
are switched on.

GLOW PLUGS (AMBER)

llluminates when the ignition is
m switched on to indicate that the glow

plugs are active.

FOLLOW MODE (AMBER)

F&--aN control system is in follow mode.

EXTERNAL TEMPERATURE (AMBER)

[lluminates when the external

LOW FUEL WARNING (AMBER)

TYRE PRESSURE MONITORING
